Use of Unfair Means Regulation 2010 (Supplementary Regulation 2013)

of Unfair Means Regulation 2010 does not provide for punishment in the following types of
’s of use of unfair means.

1. In the case of serial number / any picture / any sign (Symbolic/ Hindi) being marked on
the last page number or any other page of the student's answer book

Decision: After consideration, the committee has decided that the examination of the
concerned year / semester shall be canceled if the roll number / any picture / any sign
is written on the student's answer book, but if the religious symbol / mantra is found,
it is not considered to be in use of unfair means.

- If religious symbols, mantras or phrase have been written in a particular pattern at
different places in the answer book with the intention that the answer book can be
identified, then in such a situation, after ascertaining the involvement of the
concerned candidate, after ascertaining his/her role, same year/two Semester exams
shall be cancelled.

2. To consider the punishment after necessary investigation if two types of handwriting are
found in the student's answer book.

Decision: If two types of handwriting are found in the student's answer book, the
student shall not be allowed to appear in the examination for two years / four
semesters, and the result of his/her examination shall be canceled and the candidate

be banned forever.

Such work is not allowed without the consent of the room invigilator and the center
superintendent. Therefore, a case of Impersonation is made. In such a case, after
knowing the stand on the involvement of the invigilator and the center
superintendent, the examination center shall be canceled in the upcoming
examination as a punishment and the center expenses shall not be paid.

3. Sending bundles of answer books from the examination center by Flying Squad with the
intention that it is a case of mass copying, but if no report is attached, the difficulty in

decision-making is expected to be resolved.

Decision: Flying Squad to send a bundle of answer books from the examination
center with the intention that it is a case of mass copying, but if no report is attached,
the related examination shall be conducted on the basis of the decision of the
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committee if the result is proved to be an unfair means after the test. Canceled or the
result shall be declared.

On non-attachment of cheating material in the answer books and on non-attachment of
the requisite form 3foTlo 28, but by accusing the student of copying the answer book, the
center superintendent/flying squad to forward to the university for punitive action by the
UFM committee.

Decision: After the evaluation, the result of the examination shall be canceled or
declared.

Center Superintendent shall compulsorily send the cheating material/required form
(G{O‘ﬁo 28) to the University, whether or not the signature of the accused student is
there, clarification shall be sought from the Center Superintendent and action shall be
recommended against them. Keeping in mind the security of flying squad and time
constraint, necessity of the requisite form (B{O‘ﬁo 28) along with the cheating
material caught by them, It shall be relaxed that they will have to submit a detailed
report along with the evidence along with the question given for his/her, the result
shall be declared canceled after the test.

To consider the case if mobile phones along with answer sheets of the accused students
through unfair means is found
Decision: If mobile phone is found, examination of same year/ two semesters shall
be repealed. :

In the investigation by the flying squad, if the examinee had mobile and excessive
quantity of cash, it means the center Superintendent would have given permission for
admission to the examination without intensive checking before the examination,
considering that the expenses of the centers shall be curtailed and also after the
completion of the proceedings, the mobiles seized by the UFM committee shall be
returned to the examinees.

Even after the mobile was seized by the flying squad, the center Superintendent and
the invigilator shall send their compulsory statement (G{OTﬁo 28) to the University.

Accusing the student of copying with the intention that the student has written on his/her
palm/hand, but has not attached what subject matter was written on it, due to which the
subject expert nominated by the Vice-Chancellor has shown his/her inability to give any
report in relation to copying, therefore considering appropriate punishment in such a case.

Decision: - Accusing the student in copying with the intention that the student wrote
on his/her palm / hand, but no evidence has been attached what the subject matter
was written on the palm. In such a situation, the result shall be declared by giving
benefit of doubt to the student.
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In future, the photograph of the accused student shall be taken out by the flying
squad and shall remain in the records of the university. The invigilator / Center
Superintendent shall send the prescribed proof for this. After the evaluation, the
Unfair Means Committee shall decide the punishment according to the rules
mentioned.

Appropriate instructions are required to the flying team regarding sending the evidenceof
students' unfair means to the university by the flying team without the report of the
Center Superintendent/ flying team.

Decision: -After the evaluation, on proving the answer book brought by the
flyingsquad, the related examination shall be canceled or the result shall be declared.

The flying squad shall have to provide information on the prescribed form given for
this purpose.

In ‘Use of Unfair Mean Regulation 2010°, there is a provision of punishment for the
students accused in unfair means as follows

(A) If the material related to the subject is caught from the student and he has not used it,
then the examination of the student shall be suspended for one year. In this context, a
provision is required to cancel the examination of one semester in courses having
semester system.

(B) If a student accused of using unfair means is caught with material related to the
subject and has used that material or misbehaved with the invigilator/ teacher or in case
of indiscipline, the student shall be punished for a maximum of two years. In this regard,
for the students of semester system, two semesters shall be canceled instead of twoyear if
the allegation of cheating is proved.
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In this context the following decisions can be taken.

The following arrangements can be made to keep uniformity in the quantum of punishment given
to the students accused of cheating in the Annual/semester examination.

Yearly | Semester

Didn’t used the cheating | 1 Year | If caught in odd semester, then debarred in that odd

material, but material semester and next even semester exam canceled. If caught
was related in the even semester exam then even semester exam

‘ canceled and previous odd semester exam canceled.
Material used | 2 Year | If caught in odd semester then odd semester exam Canceled
andmaterial was related and will not sit in the upcoming semester.*

If caught in the even semester, then the examination of the
even semester shall be canceled and shall not sit in the next
semester also.*

Didn’t used the cheating Acquitted of Use of Unfair Means
material, and material
was not related

* Permission to sit in the semester examination of the next year leaving one year under the above
circumstances only.

(C) Debarred from university examination for three years or forever.

The committee shall be able to decide to take action against the student on the basis of
the report given by the college or flying squads along with serious factual evidence.
Caught cheating in back or special back examinations, and upon proving that the
copying material was related to the subject; the candidate shall be debarred from the
examination forever or short duration punishment shall be imposed (as per the rules).
The duration of punishment shall be equal to the maximum period of course duration
minus the punishment duration.

1. If any candidate is aggrieved by the decision of the University, then in this
situation he can appeal to the Hon'ble Vice Chancellor. If the Vice-Chancellor
wishes, he can constitute another committee for disposal of the appeal.

2. The list of accused students shall be presented in front of the examination
committee and the committee shall approve it.

3. An officer of the University or a teacher member nominated by the Vice-
Chancellor (who is not below the level of Assistant Registrar) shall make an
entry of using unfair means against the roll number of the concerned student
in the examination and confidential chart before the declaration of the result.
The result of such accused students shall be declared when all the entries are
done.

4. The list of accused students shall be notified.

5. The students who shall be found innocent or punished by the Unfair Means
Disposal Committee, the notification shall be circulated and the mark sheets
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of the students found innocent shall be published and given after the
notification.

(D) Clear instructions shall be given to the members of the flying squad that whenever
students are accused of using unfair means in any college/institute, a form(3foMo28)
with the content of unfair means along with their answer book should be submitted or
send the answer book in sealed envelope to the university with its clear explanation.

9. This rule shall be applicable with retrospective effect from the date of adoption.
